Parish councillors — again mostly unsung, but all-too-often
criticized figures of village life — they come and go, with less or greater
experience, and it is the Parish Clerk, so often a symbol of greater continuity and
know-how, who guides them through all the intricate processes of Parish Council
work, and helps them to do their job.

Carol’s article looks back on the last 20 years, a reminder of just how much
happens in the life of an ordinary village, and of just how much we owe to those
volunteers, paid and unpaid, who offer their services for the benefit of the wider
community.

20 YEARS OF CLERKING

When Sylvia Chenery retired as Little Bealings Parish Council Clerk in May 2004, she
had completed 12 years in the role. On taking up the post as her successor, | was
somewhat daunted to discover | had signed up for what was expected to be a long
haul, albeit with a working week of 2 hours 15 minutes. Much of the time then was
taken up with delivering post to the Chairman, Jim Ward, and then on to Councillors
for them to consider before the next meeting. Although the Council set up an email
address early in 2005, nearly all Council business arrived by post, including weighty
envelopes of planning application submission documents and for many years the
paperwork flowed and flowed...

| recall early concern at what had happened to the community policeman’s bicycle on
his retirement, the Council having helped to purchase it. A local policeman was a
regular attendee at meetings then, though | would have guessed it was significantly
more than 20 years since local policing involved patrolling villages by bicycle!

Over the last 20 years we seem to have been involved in some massive issues for a
small rural village: travellers in Martlesham Road on the far side of the A12 bridge,
the closure of the Admiral’s Head in 2012 and proposed community purchase of the
pub, ongoing problems at Sinks Pit and concern about the closed Landfill Site in Hall
Road, the installation of the East Anglian Offshore Windfarm cabling, the sale of the
Angela Cobbold Hall, a proposed Ipswich Northern Bypass cutting through the parish,
the local government reorganisation of Suffolk Coastal into East Suffolk Council and,
now underway, the installation of a public sewer in The Street. No doubt there are
plenty of other issues that could be added to the list. There have been numerous
planning applications, some causing neighbours significant upset, and continued
concern about the volume and speed of traffic in the village and the issue of School
parking. The Council started to formalise its thinking for the future of the parish in
2009, publishing a Parish Plan and Parish Reviews following in 2013 and 2018. Now
it is well on the way to preparing a Neighbourhood Plan.

While the Clerk work has expanded over the years, such that the role is now officially
6 hours a week, one constant has remained: all four Chairmen and all the Councillors
I have worked with over the last 20 years have had the interests of Little Bealings
firmly at heart, and all have worked together to that end. Ferial Rogers succeeded
Jim Ward as Chairman, then Margaret Wilson and now lan Ransome. Periodically
parish councils make the news for the wrong reasons (remember that lock down
meeting of Handforth Parish Council on zoom which made a star of Jackie Weaver?)
or simply fail to understand what is required of them and how they should conduct
business (and how to treat the Clerk!) Not so Little Bealings, which has followed the
rules, consulted the residents and seen healthy competition to be a Councillor at the
last two rounds of Parish Council elections.



I’'m pleased that | did commit to the long haul and while the never-ending emails, and
the annual cycle of reports to be written, responses to be drafted, accounts to be
prepared, agendas to publish, minutes to write, etc etc, were demanding to juggle with
other commitments at times, | can honestly say, Thank You Very Much Little Bealings,
it has been a pleasure. | have met so many people in the parish and beyond who |
would otherwise never have known and have gained so much from being so involved
in village life.

A Ride and Stride church fundraising day
was held in 22 counties in England in
September 2023, and we are delighted to
announce that Suffolk raised the most
money with a total of £200,312.70. The
total raised nationally to help preserve
and repair churches buildings was
£1,208,115 with Suffolk contributing
16.5%. The national Ride and Stride
event started in Suffolk as a sponsored
bike ride and then spread across the
country. Thank you to all our volunteers,
riders, strider, drivers, and supporters...
every pound raised helps to keep our
wonderful church buildings going.

Suffolk Historic Churches Trust (SHCT)
Ride and Stride and Pedal & Drive car
rally takes place each year and sees
several thousand cyclists and walkers of
all ages (and drivers of vintage and
classic cars) taking part in the fundraising
event.

FREE MINDFULNESS COURSE

The Mindful Life Group is offering an
online mindfulness course that is fully
funded to support older adults (over 65)
and carers or former carers in Suffolk.
The course is designed by a clinical
psychologist who is also a mindfulness
teacher.

The course is based on the mindfulness-
based stress reduction course developed
by John Kabat Zin but has been adapted
for these populations. We have had really
good feedback from participants, and we
have found that it improves peoples'
attention and memory, as well as
reducing loneliness, low mood, stress,
anxiety, and chronic pain.

We currently have courses starting in
October. All courses are fully online and
are six weeks long. Places are free but
limited to around 15 per course. More
information can be found on our website:

- JOHN (Lord Belstead) GANZONI and
HON JILL GANZONI

The Hon Jill Ganzoni and Lord (John)
Belstead were the two children of former
Conservative Ipswich MP, Francis
Ganzoni, 1% Baron Belstead (1882 —
1958). He was MP in the immediate pre-
war years until 1938. Both Jill and John
spent most of their lives in the County of
Suffolk. Both finished up living in these
parts, Jill, in Playford, John in Great
Bealings. They were both major
benefactors, particularly within the county
which was closest to their hearts —
Suffolk.

The ashes of brother and sister are now

buried in Great Bealings Churchyard, so
we thought it appropriate to pay some

kind of tribute, on this occasion,
particularly, to Jil, most recently
deceased.
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Our tribute, at 4.00 p.m. on September

29"™ in St Mary’s Church, Great
Bealings, will take the form of a
concert, performed by a former

beneficiary of Jill's generosity of spirit,
Rose Hinton. Rose grew up in Little
Bealings and is now playing violin with
the BBC Symphony orchestra. Her career
was given a kick-start by Jill's generosity.
Rose will be performing with her
husband, Jonathan. In between musical
items, verbal tributes will be paid by
representatives of local organisations
which have reason to be grateful to Jill.

We warmly invite all to join in a tribute to
someone whose generosity spread far
across the county, discreetly, and
unobtrusively. It was generosity on a
scale which deserves public recognition,
particularly here, on home territory. Jill
and her brother, to whom the History of
Bealings is dedicated, do indeed deserve
a place in History.

NATURE NOTES
- HELPING INJURED WILD ANIMALS

Living in the country as we do, most of us
will have come across injured or dying
wild animals, and we will have had to
confront the issue as to how we should
most helpfully react to the animal’s
predicament. We have done a bit of
research, and offer the following article as
a reference, should you find yourself
facing any such dilemma. The following
information may be helpful as guide:

If in immediate danger i.e., a hedgehog

has fallen down a drain and is at risk of
drowning, or a bird is being attacked by a
pet cat, it is sensible to help them

immediately if you can. Do not interfere
with a natural predator attacking their

prey.

If it is not in immediate danger: observe
from a distance and take some time to
research the most appropriate way to
help before getting involved. Some useful
species-specific advice can be found at
these websites:

By taking some time to prepare, it allows
you to help in the safest and least
stressful  manner for the animal.
Sometimes well-meaning people
intervene when it is not actually required.
For instance, fledglings may end up on
the ground when learning to fly, but often
just need some time, safety from
predators, and encouragement from their
parent birds to take flight — interfering can
scare the other birds away and reduce
their chances of survival. Another
common example would be mistaking a
lone fawn as orphaned or abandoned,
when in fact it is normal behavior for a
doe to leave her fawn alone, even when
young.

In some circumstances, providing care for
the animal at home in the first instance
might be appropriate — for example with
stunned birds after flying into a window. In
other situations, the best course of action
may be to take them directly to a
veterinary clinic or wildlife rescue and
rehabilitation centre.

When handling or transporting wildlife,
take care to follow advice on how it is
safest to do so. Some species can carry
infectious disease that poses a risk for
humans, livestock, or pets, so additional
precautions may be advised — for
example bats can carry rabies, and
rodents and foxes can carry leptospirosis.
Occasionally, there may be legal
requirements on how to handle sick or
deceased wildlife, such as during an
avian influenza outbreak. Whilst most
small animals can be transported by
members of the public, some wildlife can
be surprisingly dangerous to handle.
Deer, foxes, birds of prey, large
waterfowl, seals, and badgers can all
cause significant injury to people — in
these cases it is not expected that
members of the public handle or transport
the animal themselves.
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Veterinary clinics will always provide first
aid and immediate veterinary care to
wildlife that is presented to them (this is a
legal requirement). This will be without
cost to the member of the public bringing
the wildlife in. After initial care, they may
release the patient if it is ready, ideally
near to where it was found so it can return
to the same habitat. If ongoing care is
required, arrangements may be made to
transport them to a rehabilitation centre.
Wherever possible, the patient will be
rehabilitated to be released back to the
wild. In some cases, they may need to be
held in permanent captivity. For some
species, such as the non-native deer
species and grey squirrels, it is illegal to
re-release them without special
authorisation being granted from the
government (Wildlife and Countryside Act
1981, Schedule 9), which may not be
achievable.

The ethics of administering veterinary
care and rehabilitating wildlife patients are
complex, and veterinary and rehabilitation
professionals consider them carefully on
an individual case-by-case basis. When it
is not deemed ethical to pursue treatment
for the patient, and excessive suffering is
apparent, humane euthanasia is
performed without delay, but always
following all due consideration. (If you
wish to read further about the ethics of
treating wildlife, a thorough outline can be
found here:  https://www.bwrc.org.uk/
ethics).

NEW EMERGENCY DETAIL CARDS FOR CARLFORD AND
FYNN VALLEY!

East Suffolk Council's Community Partnership is thrilled to announce a
new initiative to keep our community safe and prepared for emergencies,
especially flooding. If your property is at risk of flooding, you should have
received an important tool to help you stay safe and informed.

Introducing the Emergency Information Card—a simple, magnetic fold-out
card that sticks right on your fridge for easy access. Developed in partner-
ship with the Suffolk Joint Emergency Planning Unit, these cards are de-
signed to help you prepare for emergencies. They provide crucial infor-
mation and steps to take before, during, and after an event, helping you
stay calm and prepared.

Why is this so important? Flooding for example can happen quickly and
with little warning. By having these cards readily available, you can en-
sure that vital information is always at hand. Whether it's knowing the best
way to protect your home, understanding evacuation routes, or having
emergency contact numbers readily accessible, these cards could make
all the difference in an emergency.

In addition to distributing these cards, we are also providing training for
our parish councils in emergency planning. Volunteers in several parishes
have also kindly distributed these on behalf of the Community Partner-
ship.

FOI REQUEST TO SCC

Regan Scott (RS) summarised the reply
he had received from SCC which outlined
some details of the Highway Maintenance
Operational Plan. All issues which cannot
be reported via the online reporting tool
should be referred via the County
Councillor. Elaine Bryce confirmed she
does have a dedicated Highways
Engineer that she can contact and can
invite him to attend a future meeting. A
list is needed of all outstanding problems

and at the next meeting it wil be
discussed how best to collate this
information.
REPORTS BY:

County Councillor Elaine Bryce (EB) -
a report was received shortly before the
meeting and will be circulated to Clirs and
attached to the minutes on the website.
EB thanked Clirs for their patience and
kindness while she has been away. She
verbally reported on a successful Trading
Standards prosecution, a recent breach
of Fire Safety legislation and recent
incidents of cold callers. She emphasised
the benefit of the Trusted Traders
website. She advised that she has her
new Locality Budget for this year, but this
has been reduced. It includes a small
amount for road signs and JCJ said that
the 30mph signs on Lodge Road are
completely faded. The Clerk will write to
EB about this.

District Councillors Dan Clery and
Colin Hedgley (CH)

Two reports have been circulated to Clirs
and full copies are attached to the
minutes on the website. CH verbally
spoke about a recent case of Council Tax
fraud, free school holiday activities,
Operation Camouflage for children and
the plans to regenerate the River Deben.
There are 50 testing points along the river
which have confirmed that the e-coli
problem is related to sewage works and
not agriculture.

One of the things that happens in July was the Clarkson Service, an event which we
commemorate and give thanks for the life of Thomas Clarkson, who was an anti-
slavery campaigner, along with several other of his contemporaries.

Fairtrade ensure that people are paid a decent and fair wage for their work. It may
only be a small thing, but for every pound we put into Fairtrade is a pound less we put
into the funds of those who exploit others.

Jesus said, “I give you a new commandment, love one another as | have loved you”.
That means treating everyone as equal regardless of creed, colour, religion, ethnic
background, by following the commandments that Jesus taught us, will help to make
the world a better and fairer place.

The memory of Thomas Clarkson needs to be kept alive and active, so it reminds us of
the horrible price that some people paid and continue to pay today.

of a Neighbourhood Plan, way back in
2015 and in January 2016 held their first
meeting to introduce the idea to the
residents. We have come a long way
since then!

A Neighbourhood Plan is a series of
general planning policies for the
development and use of land in the
neighbourhood and when properly
“‘made” becomes part of the legal
planning framework for the designated
area. It is a community-led plan for
guiding the  future  development,
regeneration and conservation of an area
and it enables local people to have a say

NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN

as to how their neighbourhood grows and
develops. Neighbourhood Plans cannot
contradict the main government planning
policies or the strategic policies in the
Local Plan for the area. They cannot
propose less development than is
planned for in the adopted Local Plan, but
they can influence the style of that
development.

Rather than concentrating on housing,
Playford’s Neighbourhood Plan has more
focus on conservation and protection,
and it is hoped that it will be used to
support the beauty of the Fynn Valley by
protecting it. There are a number of Non-
Designated Heritage Assets in Playford
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which need protecting and a number of
local footpaths which must be conserved
for future generations to enjoy. The
Suffolk Wildlife Trust’'s survey completed
for Playford, demonstrates the rich variety
of flora and fauna in the area and this
needs careful consideration too.

Parish ClIr Keith Carson stepped forward
as chairman of the Neighbourhood Plan
and we were very grateful for his
perseverance and dedication. A
consultant firm was engaged as there
were so few volunteers coming forward to
help with the enormous amount of work
involved but gradually, surveys were
completed and boxes ticked. A final draft
of the Plan was sent to the District
Council in November 2019 for review and
screening, and it was hoped that by
Spring 2020 the plan would be “made”.
However, the pandemic struck and then
nothing much happened for a while.
Different expectations of progress made
during the pandemic meant that the
original firm of consultants decided to pull
out and had to be replaced, but happily
another consultant was engaged and
progress resumed in 2022.

At last, the final draft of the Plan was
presented to the village at a meeting in
the village hall on 18" March 2023 and
this marked the start of the six-week
consultation period during which the
vilagers were invited to make their
comments. Sadly, Clir Keith Carson who
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had spear headed the whole project
became ill and was unable to continue
with the last stage of the work. After a
tremendous battle with cancer, he sadly
died in April 2023 and was sorely missed.
We were extremely grateful to him and
very proud of the all the hard work he had
done for Playford.

Eventually, after a few more alterations
and additions, the final version of the Plan
was sent to East Suffolk Council for their
comments and then on to the
Neighbourhood Plan Examiner who gave
a favourable report and recommended it
should be put to the village for the
referendum which was held as an official
Poll at Playford Village Hall on 13" June
2024. With a 40% turnout, the result of
the vote was 79% in favour (with no
spoiled ballot papers!) and the Plan was
home and dry. It then needed to be
officially accepted at a full council meeting
of East Suffolk Council. This took place
on 24" July 2024 when it was proposed
by cabinet member for planning, Clir Kay
Yule and wholeheartedly seconded by
CliIr Colin Hedgley.

PLEASE KEEP SMALL CHILDREN SAFE

It’s been brought to our notice that small children have been playing on Butts
Road in Playford near the junction with Brook Lane. In particular, two small boys
were seen cycling on the main road very recently, apparently unaccompanied,
and one was wobbling along on the wrong side of the road. This is a very
dangerous place for young children to be and is not a play area — there is a large
playing field very close by. There have apparently been three close calls recently
involving traffic and small children in this vicinity.

Please be very careful if you are driving in the vicinity — we don’t know who these
children are or where they are from. We are making enquiries but, in the
meantime, we are very concerned for their safety and the Police are being made
aware. If anyone can throw any light on who they are, please contact me or one
of our councillors as we need to make their parents aware of how unsafe it is to
allow children to play on such a road.

Butts Road is not a country footpath, it's a highway and carries all types of
vehicles from buses and lorries to large farm machinery. There’s no footway and
traffic can (and does) come down the hill very fast on occasions. It is no place for
unaccompanied small children.

ACTION POINT REVIEW

The date for the appeal of reinstating
the unregistered footpath between Butts
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Road and Church Road is 12" Nov 2024
— evidence is being prepared and we are
awaiting Elaine Bryce’s input .

Delayed works on C324 (traffic priority
and drainage) Elaine has been asked to
chase up a new start date for this.

A quote for work on repairing the
Boules Piste has been received and ac-
cepted — the Village Hall Committee has
undertaken to pay half of the total price.

Still awaiting work to be done by ES
Services clearing the drainage ditch be-
side Butts Road in front of the village hall
— quote from ESC was accepted in March
2024 — clerk to chase again.

Many large linear potholes still causing
concern in Butts Road — we are awaiting
Elaine Bryce’'s help in progressing this
with Highways - they have been reported
but no action seen yet. Also, large
“crater”-type pothole in Church Lane is
still awaiting attention.

See Action log appended to the Minutes
on the website for more details of these
items.

FINANCE

Payments were made to reimburse BE for
work on installing the road signs in
Church Road and Church Lane, for the
clerk's May and June salary, stationery
and annual meeting expenses of £43.99
and Q1 tax to HMRC. A donation of £50
was paid to Colin Grimwood for the annu-
al internal audit, SALC subscription of
£146.78, FLN donation of £200.00 and
annual insurance renewal of £323.75 to
Zurich. Invoice of £168.00 was paid to
SALC for ClIr training (on planning mat-
ters) and payments of clerks’ stationery
expenses of £51.90 and the £50.00 annu-
al donation to SAVID were authorised.
Credits received since last meeting were
£50.00 for hire of playing field and quar-
terly interest of £33.46 on the Reserve
account. The budget for 2024-25 is on
track and the bank reconciliation was
agreed.
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Update on drainage and traffic priority
improvements on the C324 is detailed
above, also update on potholes.

The SIDS report shows data for June,
average recorded speeds on C324 were
up by 30% mainly because of increased
traffic due to The Street, Little Bealings
being closed. 85" percentile figures for
June were quoted for the railway bridge,
village hall and C324 near Clematis Cot-
tage and can be seen in the full minutes.
SIDs device will be back in Playford in
August. SAVID has successfully applied
for another SIDS for use at Playford -
funds will be transferred to Playford PC to
enable this equipment to be ordered.
